Board Considering Amending the Bylaws
The Board is considering bring forth an amendment to the Bylaws calling for the abolishment of the Judicial Evaluation Committee.  Because the Supreme Court currently has an initiative to set up periodic evaluations of Judges, the Board feels that the Committee efforts will be largely duplicative.
